Tenge is the currency of Kazakhstan. It was introduced on the 15" of November
1993. International symbol — KZT. 1 tenge is equal to 100 tyin. Turkic medieval
silver coins “dengue" or “tanga", from which, in turn, derived the name of the
Russian coins “denga” and the word “dengi”.
